Volunteers will also have other resources available to share with the client if
needed. RSVP Care Check volunteers make regular telephone calls to clients as a way of reducing isolation, providing
companionship, and to make referrals as needed. Clients must be 55 years of age or older. There are no income guidelines for
this program and no fees.
